Article 1, Section II of the U.S.,,
Constitution mandates a count
of the U.S. population every 10
years.

The framers of The U.S.
Constitution chose popula-
tion to be the basis for sharing
political power, not wealth or
land. Thus, they included in the
Constitution a mandatory count
of the population every 10 years
(decennial census).

Apportionment is the pro-
cess of dividing the seats in
the House of Representatives
among the 50 states based on
the population figures collected
during the decennial census.
